Course description
This course provides students with the knowledge and skill of learning basic Spanish important to providing safe and effective health care to Spanish speaking patients and their families.

Course objectives
Upon completion of this course, the student is expected to:
1. Assemble concepts and principles of the arts, sciences, humanities, and nursing in order to communicate with Spanish speaking patients and their families.

2. Incorporate evidenced based practice into the provision of advanced practice nursing care.

3. Integrate moral, ethical, economic, and legal issues into culturally competent care.
4. Collaborate with the interdisciplinary healthcare team respecting holistic, socio-economic, spiritual, and ethno-culturally diverse characteristics of clients.
5. Communicate healthcare related concerns and questions of Spanish speaking patients and their families.

6. Appraise health history, physical examination, and other assessment information from Spanish speaking patients.  

7. Develop an understanding of cultural, moral, ethical, economic, legal, and social factors that influence the provision of nursing care.

8. Examine indications of ineffective communication and the professional responsibilities and accountability of the advanced practice nurse.

1. Introduction to effective communication with Spanish speaking patients. 

2. Introduction to culturally appropriate Spanish greetings and expressions
3. Introduction to medical terminology in Spanish

4. Introduction to Spanish phrases used in healthcare 

5. Culturally sensitive issues of the Spanish speaking population
6. Common misunderstandings of translated Spanish terminology
