4. Objectives/questions/hypotheses
5. Procedures for data collection

· Presentation of the Evidence (10 points)
            Synthesize the best evidence from the review of the literature.  Identify similarities and differences in the findings of the studies and present the evidence which best supports and provides the basis for the proposed solution to the clinical problem.
· Proposed Evidence-Based Solution to the Clinical Problem (25 points)
  Develop a proposal for an evidence-based solution to the clinical problem.  Include in detail:

A.  Audio Taped Interview and Write-up                                                                          For this assignment each student will demonstrate proficiency in interviewing skills, via an audio taped interview with a patient.  The student will be responsible for finding and interviewing a patient with a health problem.  The patient will be considered as a new patient to the practice so the questions must be used to gather a baseline history.   Questions will also need to be utilized that elicit pertinent information regarding the presenting problem or any red flags that may arise during the interview.  You will be graded on your ability to appropriately follow a line of questioning, gather pertinent information, and redirect the patient when necessary.  The student will be given 30 minutes to complete the interview.  It is expected that the student will have practiced interviewing techniques prior to this taped interview.
In addition to the audiotape, the student will provide a health history for the encounter that reflects the findings from the interview.  The history note must follow the format given in modules and according to the grading sheet provided in the syllabus.  Only subjective information and risk factors will be documented.  No objective information will be documented.
The student must receive a passing grade of 80 to progress in the course.  Any student receiving a failing grade on the audiotape will be given one opportunity to repeat the interview.  A maximum grade on the redo is 80.
The audiotape can be in the form of an MP3 file or digital recording.  Failure by the student to provide a clear audible recording will result in a 50% point reduction.

B.  Episodic Exam and Write-up                                                                                 Each student will be evaluated on his/her ability to complete a history and physical examination from an episodic complaint.  The complaint will not be known to the student until the patient is first encountered.  The purpose of this evaluation is to assess the student’s ability to implement the skills of history taking and physical examination in an impromptu setting.  Faculty will evaluate the student’s systematic approach to a patient that includes full exploration of the patient’s pertinent history, ROS, and risk factors associated with the chief complaint.  The ability to arrive at a list of potential differential diagnoses is an important aspect of this exercise.  
This activity will take place during a two day on campus clinical experience.  The student will be provided a patient with a common chief complaint found in a primary care setting.  The student will have 20 minutes to complete the episodic history and physical and may utilize one side of a 5X7 index card with whatever references or notes desired during the exam.  (Please be aware, points will be deducted if you use your card too much).  The student may take notes on their findings during the physical exam on a single sheet of paper.  The student will then be given an additional 20 minutes to write a SOAP note from the encounter utilizing the information given to him/her by the patient.  During the write up of the SOAP note, the student may only use the notes taken during the exam; no other references or notes will be available.  The student will receive only one opportunity for this graded exam, there will be no repeats and the grade that the student receives is the grade that stands.

C. The student must complete a minimum of 84 clinical hours for the course, although faculty reserve the right to assign additional clinical hours if there is not sufficient evidence of adequate clinical performance.  Because course faculty responsibilities are to guide, direct, and evaluate student learning in this course and in the program, the faculty will not hesitate to assign additional clinical hours when necessary.  This provision is certainly not designed to be punitive, but to assure students the baseline competency necessary for continuing successfully in the program.

The minimum 52 hours should be hours spent in primary settings practicing assessment skills.  Observational experiences in specialty clinics are allowed, but do not count toward the 84 hours of direct care.  An additional 16 hours will be set aside to focus on assessment of the female patient.  A two day (16 hours) on campus clinical experience will also be scheduled for completion of the episodic and head-to-toe assessment activity.  The 52 hours of primary care assessment, 16 hours of assessment of the female and the 16 hours of on campus clinical all go together to make up the required 84 hours of clinical.
All clinical rotations must be performed at an approved clinical site with an approved preceptor.  If the student wishes to work with a preceptor/clinical site not included in the course list, arrangements must be made between the preceptor/clinical site and the School of Nursing prior to any student participation in clinical hours at that site.  This requirement must be met, even for only one day of clinical and prior to any clinical hours performed or clinical hours will not be considered valid.
Clinical schedules of proposed clinical activities for the semester must be submitted to clinical faculty early in the semester (see specific date on course calendar).  Revisions of your clinical schedule must be submitted and approved by clinical faculty before changes can be made.
Clinical Logs
A clinical log will be kept by all students documenting their clinical experiences while practicing with preceptors.  The clinical log will list each patient encountered and skills performed by the student.  A clinical check list will also be included in the clinical log.  Students must perform all skills on the check list with preceptor signing-off on those skills by the end of the semester.  
Student must be checked-off on the Clinical Check-Off Skills List before the completion of the course.  These skills will be completed with preceptors during the student’s clinical rotation.  The Clinical Check-Off Skills List along with the clinical log will be submitted to course faculty by due date on the course calendar.
