In the event you change your major or minor you will need to file for an updated degree plan. 
EVERYTHING ON THE RIGHT SIDE NEEDS TO BE COMPLETED.

Familiarize yourself with your degree plan.  This is the course of study that will lead to your graduation.  Once you have a degree plan, you have a guide to use with your advisor in selecting the courses you should take each semester.

As you complete EACH semester, it is YOUR (the student’s) RESPONSIBILITY to update your degree plan by marking off the courses for which you have received credit.  Make multiple copies of your degree plan, and keep a copy with you at all times.  Make sure to take an updated copy with you when you go to be advised and keep an updated copy in a safe place at home.

Two semesters BEFORE you plan to graduate, you should file a final graduation plan.  You do this by going to the Registrar’s office, Rusk Building, Room 203.
You must have a 2.0 in your major, minor (or second major) and overall in order to graduate.  
Please note the ADVANCED 300 AND 400 level courses.  Every student must complete at least 36 advanced hours within their degree. They may come from your major or minor area or from any other area.

Remember every student must have at least 42 hours from SFA.  Also, note that you may not transfer more than 66 hours plus 4 hours of Kinesiology activity courses from a junior college.
