Please sign and return your degree plan to Mrs. Kathryn Scott (Ms. Kat) immediately.  Your degree plan will then be processed in the School of Nursing (SON) and returned to the College of Sciences and Mathematics Advising & Student Services Center for finalization.
Please note that your tentative degree plan will not be officially filed in the CSM Advising Center or the SON until all required signatures have been placed on it.  Again, this is processed in the SON and will be returned to the COSM Advising & Student Services Center to be finalized and made official. 

Once you have signed your degree plan and it has been finalized, you will be given a copy of it and a copy will be placed in your student records in the SON.  It is your responsibility to make additional copies for yourself and to keep up with your copy for future reference.  You should take the degree plan with you to be advised and use it to keep track of the courses you have taken.  Once you have completed this degree plan, it is not necessary to file for another one.  In the event you change your major or minor, you will need to file for an updated degree plan. 

All courses listed on the right side of the degree plan page must be completed in order for you to graduate.   The classes listed on the left side of the sheet have already been completed.
Familiarize yourself with your degree plan.  This is the course of study that will lead to your graduation.  Once you have a degree plan, you have a guide to use as you complete your course of study in nursing.
As you complete each semester, it is YOUR (the student’s) RESPONSIBILITY to update your degree plan by marking off the courses for which you have received credit.  Make multiple copies of your degree plan, and keep a copy with you at all times.  Keep an updated copy in a safe place at home.

As you enter the third semester of nursing, you should file a final graduation plan.  You do this by going to the Rusk Building, Room 202, Office of the Registrar.

You must have a 2.0 in your major, minor (or second major) and overall in order to graduate.
You must complete at least 42 hours at SFA with 36 of those hours being advanced (300-400)

You may only use 66 academic hours plus 4 hours of kinesiology activity from junior/community colleges toward your bachelor’s degree.
